KAAAP SCHOLARSHIP EARNINGS

A Statement will be mailed to students annually.  The statement will show the scholarship dollars earned each year by the student as well as the total earned to date.  The scholarship dollars earned by the student will be used to assist with the costs of his/her college education/training as long as he/she has completed at least five years as a KAAAP student.

CONDITIONS OF ELIGIBILITY

The KCIS KAAAP scholarship is intended to increase the student’s ability to finance his/her college/training expenses.  In that spirit, the KCIS KAAAP scholarship dollars are to be used with other financial aid opportunities, e.g., Pell and other academic institution grants, etc.  In no instance will the KCIS KAAAP scholarship award, in combination with other financial aid, be greater than what is determined as need/educational expenses, i.e., tuition, fees, books/supplies, transportation, room and board and miscellaneous expenses.  Each academic institution’s formula for determining these expenses will be used for this purpose.
· Only those students who participated in the KAAAP Program for at least five years are eligible to receive a KCIS KAAAP scholarship.

· A KCIS KAAAP student must enroll in an accredited higher education/training institution and apply for their KCIS KAAAP scholarship award no more than 12 years after admission into the KAAAP program (which occurred at the beginning of the fourth grade) in order to be eligible for a KCIS KAAAP scholarship.
· Students enlisting in the military may request a deferment of their KCIS KAAAP scholarship for up to four years of military service.  Students must apply for the deferment within 12 years after admission in the KAAAP program (which occurred at the beginning of the fourth grade).  The scholarship must be utilized within five years of the deferral.
· Students who withdraw from school must return within one year or forfeit their remaining scholarship dollars.

Example:

The freshmen student earned a total of $4050 in KCIS KAAAP scholarship dollars.  The student is planning to attend a 2-year college.  Therefore, the maximum dollars that can be awarded each semester is $1012.50.  The student’s financial award letter verifies that he/she is eligible for a Pell Grant for $800 for the fall semester 2004.  The student’s total educational expenses for the fall semester are $1400.  Therefore, the student is eligible to receive $600 of his/her KCIS KAAAP scholarship funds in order to cover the balance of the expenses for that semester.  The amount remaining in the student’s KCIS KAAAP scholarship fund is then $3450, which is available for future semesters.  
APPLYING FOR THE KCIS KAAAP SCHOLARSHIP

1.  To apply for the KCIS KAAAP scholarship, a student must complete a KCIS KAAAP Scholarship Application Checklist (See attached) and submit it along with the documentation requested to the KCIS office.  

2. The total of the KCIS KAAAP scholarship award and other gift aid awarded to a student may not exceed the cost of his/her educational expenses, i.e., tuition, fees, books/supplies, transportation, room and board and miscellaneous expenses in any given year, which shall be determined using the applicable academic institution’s formula.
3.  No more than one half of the available scholarship dollars shall be awarded in any one year unless the student is enrolled in a one-year program.  In that case, all of the scholarship dollars may be awarded up to the total cost of educational expenses, i.e., tuition, fees, books/supplies, transportation, room and board and miscellaneous expenses for the academic year. 

APPLYING FOR FINANCIAL AID

Financial aid staff at the educational institution a student plans to attend will be notified of the student’s KCIS KAAAP scholarship award.  Financial aid staff will take this resource into consideration when preparing a financial aid award letter for the student.

KCIS KAAAP Requirements:
1.  
A student MUST complete the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) by the middle of February during the student’s senior year in high school.  The FAFSA will be available through the high school counseling offices, the college/university he/she is planning to attend and on-line at www.fafsa.ed.gov.
2. It is each student’s responsibility to review the financial aid award letter carefully, and follow the instructions listed.  If there is anything she/he does not understand, the student should contact the Financial Aid Office at the College or University the student is planning to attend as soon as possible.  Failure to meet deadlines and instructions listed in the award letter may result in loss of financial aid benefits, including KCIS KAAAP scholarship dollars.
KAAAP graduates who enroll at Kalamazoo Valley Community College are eligible to receive one of the 40 grant awards administered by the Financial Aid Office.  The amount of the grant is $250 each semester, (fall/winter) up to a total of $500 per academic year.   Eligibility for the grant funds is subject to the following conditions:

a. Recipient must be a graduate of KAAAP and file an Institutional Student Information Record (ISIR) with the KVCC Financial Aid Office.

b. Student must be enrolled for a minimum of six credit hours.

c. Grant funds will be awarded (as funds are available) through the Financial Aid office at the time the KCIS KAAAP award is processed.

d. Students must meet the KVCC requirements for Satisfactory Academic Progress.

e. Any refund resulting from drop or withdrawal activity will revert back to the scholarship fund.

f. The total value of the KAAAP scholarship received by the student for that semester must be $250 or more.

UNUSED SCHOLARSHIP FUNDS

If a student withdraws after tuition, fees, books and supplies have been paid, all remaining tuition refunds will be returned to the Kalamazoo Community Foundation according to the policies and procedures of the institution.

Violations of the above-stated policy will result in the forfeiture of any remaining KCIS KAAAP scholarship dollars. It is required that all funds received contrary to this policy must be reimbursed to Kalamazoo Community Foundation.

Note: Students applying for the KCIS KAAAP scholarship must submit the above documentation at least two months before classes begin in order to ensure that the scholarship payments are processed prior to the start of the semester.

Students must enroll in a college/university within 12 years after admission into the KAAAP program (which occurred at the beginning of the fourth grade) to maintain scholarship eligibility.  Students who withdraw from school must return after one year (unless enrolled in a one-year program) or forfeit his/her remaining scholarship dollars. Students enlisting in the military may request a deferment of their KCIS KAAAP scholarship for up to four (4) years, but must do so within 12 years after admission in the KAAAP program.
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
